PROCEDURES

Concert Band Scholarship:
• Follow general application procedures and complete  

the Scholarship Application.

• Be able to perform the following scales: Bb Concert, 
Eb Concert, F Concert, G Concert and a one octave 
chromatic scale beginning on concert Bb.

• Prepare the required music provided by the Catholic High 
Band. Please call 410.732.6200 ext. 315 to request a copy.

• Prepare one piece of your choice. This piece should 
showcase your technical ability and demonstrate 
musicality.

• Perform sight-reading if requested.

Vocal Music Scholarship:
• Follow general application procedures and complete  

the Scholarship Application.

• Perform sight-reading: tonal and rhythmic exercises.

• Prepare to sing a traditional hymn as well as a religious 
contemporary song. Traditional hymns include:  
Holy God, We Praise Thy Name, Amazing Grace, and  
A Mighty Fortress is Our God. Religious contemporary 
songs include: Be Not Afraid, Here I Am Lord, and  
On Eagle’s Wings.
